e ONLY teams within a league (more than 4 teams in your organization) may apply. Applications from
individual teams or squads not associated with a youth organization will not be considered.

e Applicant must prove that an apparel grant would impact the organization in one of the following
ways: help to develop a new program, increase the number of participants in an existing program,
decrease overall cost of the program for youth/families, and/or enhance the experience to retain
youth in program.

e Must provide itemized annual budget and financial statements to include projected source of funding
and items of expense.

e Application must be fully completed following all instructions, must be legible and must be
RECEIVED on or prior to the deadline.

e Applicants that receive a grant MUST submit a follow up evaluation form to NCAA Football by the
date provided upon receipt of the grant or they will be ineligible for future grants.

e Submit TWO (2) hard copies of the application (if mailed) or submit ONE (1) copy [if emailed)
¢ A confirmation will be generated to the contact via email no more than 10 working days after
receipt of application
e Complete only one application per association/start up league.
e |ate orincomplete applications will not be considered.
e All questions must be answered and all instructions must be followed.
o Estimates on demographics and budgets will be accepted where specific data may not be
available.
o Please note that we will contact you if we need any additional information - do not include
extraneous information.
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e The appropriate number applications must be RECEIVED by the NCAA Football Office at
the address or email noted above.
e Please mail 2 copies or email 1 copy of the application to NCAA Football.
